Introduction

General Instructions

Papers submitted to the Proceedings of PAAL 2023 must be exactly two pages in length. All text, figures, and tables should be printed in a two-column format, except for the title, authors' names and affiliations, email addresses, and full-width figures and tables. Please do not include page numbers on each page.
Typeset Text and Styles
The Top of the First Page

Use a 14-point Arial font for the title, an 11-point Times New Roman for the authors’ names and affiliations, and an 11-point Courier New for the email addresses. The title, the authors’ names and affiliations, and the email addresses should be centered.

Insert a line between the title and the authors’ names, as well as between the authors’ names and the affiliations.

Section Heading

Label section and subsection headings in the style shown in this document. Use numbered sections. For Section 1, use a 12-point bold Times New Roman font. For Section 1.1 and Section 1.1.1, use an 11-point bold and normal Times New Roman font. Use title case for all headings. If you are unsure about the title case, refer to https://capitalizemytitle.com/style/APA/.

Body Text

Use an 11-point Times New Roman font for the body text, and indent the first line of the second and later paragraphs by one tab space (equivalent to five spaces), using the tab key.
Footnotes
Place footnotes at the bottom of the page and number them
 Use a 10-point Times New Roman font for the footnotes.
Table and Figures 
Place tables and figures in the paper near where they are first mentioned, if possible. For example, see Table 1 below. Table titles should appear above the table. Use a 10-point Times New Roman font for table numbers, table titles, and notes. Use a 10-point Arial font for the table.

The appendix label and its title should appear centered, in bold, with a font size of 12 pts and 10 pts, respectively. This should be placed after the references.

If you have only one appendix in your paper, you can label it simply as Appendix (without a letter).
